Zohar Bereishit (parshat Vayigash elav, page 211, column 1): See what is written, "and Yaakov blessed Pharaoh." Rabbi Yosi said: We do agree that Pharaoh was evil, even though it was explained in regard to another mystery, which is has a basis in this world. 

Yet come and see: (Song of Songs 1): "I compare you, my love, to a horse of the chariots of Pharaoh". Come and see: There are Chariots on the left in the secret of the Other Side, and Chariots on the right on the side of Holiness. The ones on each side correspond to the others opposite them. The holy ones are of mercy, and those [the Chariot of the Other Side] are of judgment.

When Hashem executed judgment on Egypt, He did it exactly the same way as the Chariots and in the same manner as that [Other] side. As it [the Other Side] kills and takes souls, so Hashem did the same, as it is written (Shemot 13), "that Hashem slew all the firstborn"; whatever He did in Egypt was in the very same manner. Therefore it is written, "I compare you, my love," because she is compared the same way they kill, as it is written, "I am G-d, I am He and not another." Later, what is written? (Yishayahu 63) "Who is this that comes from Edom, with crimsoned garments from Botzra?" 

Come and see what is written, "And Israel dwelt in the land of Egypt in the country of Goshen and they took possession of it, and grew and multiplied exceedingly". (Gen. 47:27) "And took possession of it" means as a permanent heritage. "And they took possession of it" because they were worthy of taking possession of it, as has already been explained. [Rabbi Yossi said] "...and grew and multiplied exceedingly" because surely they had nothing to trouble them and they lived in royal luxury. They therefore grew and multiplied exceedingly.

Blessed be G-d forever and ever. [end of quote]

Here we see horses on the side of the Other Side, but on the right side there is holiness. And if one has the merit to study the holy Zohar, there will be no need to pull on the horses of the Other Side, but one will instead merit that Hashem will battle for him with the Chariot of Holiness, and you will have silence.

Zohar of Rabbi Shimon Bar Yochai – conscription into Rashbi's army

Question: A question for you, Admor of Helmin: what in your opinion is the reason that we are faced with such a great and upsetting tragedy, that conscription notices are being sent to young men studying in the holy Yeshivot, in Eretz Yisrael, and they are being forced to enlist? And if they refuse they will be thrown in jail – what is the reason for such extreme anger, that Hashem, praised be His name, has brought such a great tragedy upon us?

Answer: Rabbi Shimon Bar Yochai sent the government to take these young men to the army!!!

Question: How can you say that about Rabbi Shimon Bar Yochai?! He is sending these young men to the army?!

Answer: Yes, yes, indeed! It is explicitly written in the Zohar. That if one does not study the secret Torah, then all of the revealed Torah he studies will be worthless, and all of his Torah is only lip service. And it would have been better if he had never been born (see Tikunei Hazohar, Tikun 30 and Tikun 43, the introduction to "Etz Hachaim" by Rabbi Chaim Vital, and in Kisei Hamelech on the Tikunei Zohar, and the leaflet 570/613). Therefore, the young men have two choices – either the army of Rabbi Shimon Bar Yochai, or the Israel Defense Forces. And Rabbi Shimon Bar Yochai wrote that if Torat Hazohar is studied, nobody will be able to harm Israel, and there will be no need for soldiers at all, because nobody will be able to lift a hand against Eretz Yisrael. And if Torat Hazohar is not studied, since it is the protection and shield of Am Yisrael, then the time passed is worthless, and decrees will come upon the nation, Heaven forbid. And the young men will be sent to the army, to protect others with their bodies – if they don't want to offer protection with their Torah (from the introduction to the book "Beit Lechem Yehuda" by Rabbi Yehuda P'taya, may his memory protect us).
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And take note, that conscription into the army is not the only decree, but all of the decrees and tragedies that befall upon the general population – the daily and endless occurrences of orphans and widows – may Hashem protect us, people who lose their lives at such young ages – it all happens due to one reason, because the Secret Torah is not being studied. As it is written in the holy Zohar, Tikun 30, and the Ramchal, may his memory protect us, ruled that: only continuous study of the holy Zohar can revoke all of the decrees.
And therefore every Rosh Yeshiva who does not cry out to the Heavens - beseeching his followers to heed the words of the Gedolei Yisrael, ruling that every single person, and particularly the yeshiva students, should study at least one page of Zohar per day – is therefore also to blame for all the decrees, including the decree of army conscription. And know that if one does not listen to the call of Moshe Rabbeinu to study Zohar, he is considered an Apikors, and even if he is a Torah scholar, then he is an Apikors Torah scholar (Or Hazohar 613), and in the end if they do not cry out, then as a result of their transgression the girls will also be taken to the army, Heaven forbid.
And these are the words of Rabbi Shimon Bar Yochai in Tikunei Hazohar (Tikun 30, 43, introduction, page 8, the Gra): [about those who do not study Zohar] Woe to those who cause poverty and war and plundering and killing and loss in the world…and in the introduction to Etz Chaim by Rabbi Chaim Vital: They resemble in their actions the people of the generation of Babel (Dor Haflaga), who built a tower reaching to the heavens…they only occupied themselves with Torah in order to receive a reward, and to complete as much as possible, and also to join the ranks of Roshei Yeshivot, and Dayanim in the Sanhedrin – so their names and achievements would be known throughout the land. And they resemble in their actions the people of the generation of Babel (Dor Haflaga), who built a tower reaching to the heavens, and the main reason for their actions is… "Let us make a name for ourselves"! [end quote] – And see in Tikunei Hazohar (Tikun 10, and Tikun 11 page 49, column 1), and those who do not study the secret Torah, causing others to fail to make an effort – the Erev Rav will be annihilated from this world and from the next world [see Tikunei Zohar 43, Zohar Parshat Bereishit page 25: and the entire Redemption is dependent upon this, it will be delayed until all the Erev Rav is wiped out]. One who does not study this wisdom is like one who dwells outside of the Land, and resembles a person who does not have a God  (distance yourself from bad, and do good).

And it is a well known that the segula of the Torah is only attained by studying Torah for the sake of Heaven, and one who does not want to study the holy Zohar does not possess Torah for the sake of Heaven [the Gra,  Chessed l'Avraham, Ben Ish Chai, Abir Yaakov, and more – see Or Hazohar).

And because people have not listened to Moshe Rabbeinu and Rabbi Shimon Bar Yochai, and to Eliyahu Hanavi may they rest in peace, Heaven forbid all the young men will be conscripted into the IDF [and there they will study the Zohar Chadash which has been printed in a book called "Zohar l'Chayalim", for there is no advice and no wisdom other than Hashem's, and he will be obligated to study the Zohar in every place], and anyone who wants to save himself should join the holy Rashbi's army, and study the holy Zohar in yeshiva, and be exempt from being conscripted into the army, as we see that the Knesset has authorized that all of the Chabad chassidim are exempt from serving in the army, because they study the inner wisdom of the Torah, and not only that – a law was passed stating that one who becomes a Chabad chassid, and works with them, is also exempt. Why? Because he will be studying the inner wisdom of the Torah.

Therefore, accept this reproof – you who curse the people who passed a law in the Knesset, for they are only the emissaries of the Holy One blessed be He, as it is written in Nefesh Hachaim [see leaflets of Or Hazohar], and ask the Roshei Yeshivot to begin heeding the words of Moshe Rabbeinu and Rabbi Shimon Bar Yochai, and the Gedolei Yisrael in our generation, and study one page of Zohar per day. And all the decrees will be revoked, and one day they will see all the yeshuos, and his Torah will protect us, and he will speak well of us in our favor. Answer us, answer us in the merit of Bar Yochai, answer us.
