Where standing before the very end!

We’re all prepared for something great.  But we’re all asking ‘WHEN’?  Where all asking ‘HOW’?

A last warning from the upper world before the holocaust (5773-5775)!

It is an absolute duty in these times to do complete repentance, to learn the Zohar Ha’Kadosh and to grow closer to the Almighty by heeding the urging of the holy of holies (the Vilna Gaon) who ruled that one must learn the Zohar Ha’Kadosh every single day! (see the writing of his Talmid – Rabbi Zundel from Selant in Pg. 111)

They call out to from Gan-Eden to every single Jew: ‘Don’t leave us here – repent already’.

This messege was related to Rav Banoon from the world of truth: “We are all saddened.  We are all awaiting for the world-to-come, but no one has yet to see the world-to-come.  There is no world-to-come yet, as the world-to-come will transpire only when the entire nation of Israel will finally repent.  This will take place only when the entire nation of Israel will literary live the Torah.”

They related to Rav Banoon: “Go back down there (i.e. to this world) and teach ‘Shema Yisrael’.  But first-and-foremost they should learn Zohar – the Zohar Ha’Kadosh!  They must not relent from learning the Zohar for even one minute.  Tell all of them to learn from the Zohar at least one minute a day, or two minutes or three minutes – so long as everyone learns from the Zohar Ha’Kadosh!  This one single minute can bring about our freedom from the ‘Sitra Achara’.  Yes - even one single minute!  Therefore, if one minute is all they have to offer, let they dedicate their one minute in all their might – this will bring about our full redemption!  This will cleanse us from all the ‘Erev-Rav’ (i.e. the multitude of nations that Moshe Rabeinu took out of Egypt along with us – the same false converts who since then have completely assimilated and intermixed amongst our holy nation) that is still amongst us.  They are nothing more than parasites that latched on to our holy nation!  They have no portion amongst us!  Let us take away from them any sparks of our holiness that they may still be holding on to. (This was part of our conversation with Rabbi Yochanan Banoon Ztl’ after his clinical death in Kislev 5773.  Our entire conversation with him is to follow later on in this journal)

Our brethren of Israel!  Wherever you may be and wherever your origin is from – please wake up!
This journal contains: the trials of this last of all generations and the turbulence that await us ***  The cry-out and warning of the Admor of Holmin Shlita’ directed to the entire Torah-world – WHY???  ***  A messege from the world of truth that we received this year – when, and in what merit will our redemption come?  ***  A grave warning before our redemption from the grandson of the author of the ‘Sulam’ – Rav Ashlag Shlita’.  Who will merit to see the redemption and in what merit?

“It is a time of great distress to Yaakov” – Daniel (12:1)
  At this time “The nations will make a lot of noise and will utter words for naught.  The kings of the nations and the lords will join forces to fight Hashem and his Mashiach.”  They’ll say to themselves: “Let us release ourselves from the straps of their yoke and throw their ropes off of us!” (Tehilim 2:1-3)  “Let us extinct them from being a nation so that the name of Israel will not be mentioned anymore!” (Tehilim 83:5)

The generation in which the son of David will come will necessarily see all these evil decrees!

Baruch Hashem, we can safely say that our current generation (the generation at the foot-heels of Mashiach) has indeed seen all the signs that our sages predicted will befall the last generation (as clarified in Sotah 49b and Sanhedrin 97a – and the commentaries)
  As we can all tell, the Emet is missing and anyone who attempts to steer away from doing evil is considered a fool.  Those who fear sin are disrespected and the wisdom of Kabalah is looked down upon!  The young scorn their elders and the elders now honor the youngsters.  The daughters fight their mothers and the daughters-in-law battle their mothers-in-law!

  The face of our generation is the face a dog (i.e. full of Chutzpah like the Chutzpah of a dog), the sons do not have shame before their fathers, the haughtiness is rising as everything is taken lightly and is non-appreciated, and no one knows how to rebuke his fellow Jew!

  The reincarnations of Cain’s corrupted nature are plentiful and flourishing – the generation of the flood, the generation of the dispersion that rebelled by building the tower of Babylon, the generation of the wilderness that rebelled against the Almighty after leaving Egypt, the Erev-Rav that come out along with them and later completely mixed amongst our holy nation, and of course – first and foremost Cain’s corrupted and contaminated nature is reincarnated in Amalek!  (All of this is spelled out in various places in the Zohar Ha’Kadosh and the writings of the Arizal)

  The contaminating venom of the snake from Gan-Eden, the spirit of denial and Apicorsut as well as rabid lack of modesty has flooded the world.  True Talmidei Chachamim are diminishing and the remaining ones are looking for salvation with ever-growing sorrow after waiting for so long.  Numerous decrees and troubles awaken every single day - as before we recover from the previous blow we are already bombarded with the next one!

  The rulers of our ‘kingdom’ (i.e. the state of Israel) has transformed into full-fledged Apikorsim, as the Erev-Rav are becoming stronger and stronger over us and have already breached many cracks in our holy nation.  The governments decree evil decrees in the holy land as well as abroad upon the Almighty’s holy nation and his Torah – and even upon our pure Charedi identity and our pure Charedi education, and of course upon our young Yeshiva boys.

  The learners are diminishing in numbers, and the penny is quickly disappearing from our pockets, and it is beginning to look as if there is no support nor salvation to the nation of Israel.  However, we have not despaired from our future redemption - God forbid – as more than ever before we internalize that we have no one to rely upon except for our father in heaven
.   

The degeneration of each and every passing generation is due to our lack of learning the Zohar Ha’Kadosh!

  The reason for the deep and ever-increasing degeneration of each and every passing generation as we see before our own eyes is primarily due to our negligence to toil in the Zohar Ha’Kadosh – as this is the light of the Torah that will arouse us to repent
.
  And this is exactly how the great Tzadik and genius Rabbi Yehuda Tzvi Brandwein Ztl’ (the impeccable Talmid of the author of the ‘Sulam’) writes in the introduction to the writings of the Arizal:

  And we are strongly holding on to the Emuna of our sages (whose Neshamot rest in Eden) that predicted that this wisdom (of the Zohar and Kabalah) is destined to be revealed in the end of days – yet we see how the disasters have pounced on us from within and from outside us.  

  How from within?  The young generation is leaving us as it is intoxicated by the spirit of meaningless and promiscuity as they defame our holy Torah.  Much of this is due to the wicked technology which become more and more advanced and prevalent in the generation at the foot-heels of Mashiach.

  And how from the outside?  In the two thousand years of our exile we have yet to see such difficult times.  By now the previously suppressed hatred has burst and pounced upon us everywhere – in all the far places that our exiled nation has reached.  [as anti-Semitism is growing in the entire world in an ever-increasing rate]

  And it is well known that the primary cause of all the suffering brought about by the poverty as well as the sword, the looting, the deaths – may God spare us – is clearly due to our negligence in toiling in the secrets of the Torah.  Not even the Torah of Chasidut which brings down the Kabalah to a level that every simple Jew can relate to – as it is well known that all the Chasidic works are filled with the words of the Zohar, the Tikunei Zohar and the words of Rav Chaim Vital.  

  We find that on the verse: ‘A voice says “call out!” yet it answers back “why should I call out?  All flesh is compared to grass and all their Chesed is comparable to dry weeds!” (in Yeshayahu 40)  Rabbi Shimon Bar Yochai teaches us the secret behind this verse.  This is the voice of the Shechina who exclaims sadly: Why should I bother calling out to these people?  All flesh is compared to grass – as they behave like beast who eat grass!  All its Chesed is comparable to dry weeds – as all the Chesed that they do is only for their own sake and not for the sake of the Shechina!  At that time the Almighty will remember that they are but flesh and a fleeting spirit that goes away and does not return.  Explains Rabbi Shimon Bar Yochai:  This is the spirit of Mashiach.  If so, then Oy to them who cause Mashiach to distance himself from this world and not come back!  These are the same people who are making the Torah into a dry Torah!  And why?  Because are not willing to toil in the wisdom of Kabalah!  If so, then Oy to them – as they are the ones who cause all the poverty, as well as the sword and the looting and the deaths, as well as all the destruction in the world.  Not only that, but the above-mentioned spirit is the spirit of Mashiach!  (All this is taken from Tikunei Zohar #30)

  We therefore find in no uncertain terms that the increase in evil and consequently in all the Jewish suffering is specifically due to our negligence in toiling in the holy study of Kabalah.  Certainly one does not fulfill his obligation to heaven with regards to the Mitzvah of Torah-learning by only toiling in the revealed parts of the Torah!

  This assessment is clarified in the Tikunei Zohar (#69 – Pg. 114a) where we learn that: Oy to the silly individuals, those with a sealed heart, with eyes that are shut.  Regarding them the verse states: ‘They have eyes but they do not see’ – i.e. since they do not see the light of the Torah.  They are compared to beasts who do not look at anything in the Torah besides the ‘waste’ and the chaff of the Torah – since the revealed parts of the Torah are likened to the peal and the chaff of the Torah which are the parts of the wheat that do not even need to be tithed as it is certainly not human food.    

  On the other hand, the wise Torah scholars who toil in the secrets of the Torah throw away the external chaff and eat the actual wheat of the Torah which is represented by the internal part of the wheat – the twenty two letters that the Torah is written with – as the numerical value of wheat (חטה) is exactly twenty two! (see the commentary of the GRA to that segment of Tikunei Zohar)

  The famous Admor Rav Tzvi Elimelech from Ziditzuv interpreted the words we just quoted above as follows: Without learning the wisdom of Kabalah one is compared to a beast… as he performs the Mitzvot without any understanding but rather only by rote and is compared to a beast that eats hay by rote – as it is certainly not fit for human consumption.  And even if he is a big businessman who is occupied with big business trading he should not exempt himself from this learning but rather try to steal a bit here and a bit there from his other dealings and forms of learning in order to ensure that he too has some time left to toil in this wisdom - as these are the foundations of the Torah and no one is exempt from learning the internality of the Torah – as without it he his compared to an ox who eats dry grass!

He who does not glance at the Zohar has never seen the light in his entire lifetime!

The very same Admor also writes in his book ‘Ateret Tzvi’ (P. Behaalotecha): How fortunate is our plot that we merited to walk in the path of its light and to toil and talk in the pleasant words of the elevated Zohar Ha’Kadosh…  And it is certainly fixed and carved in my soul that he who has not yet seen the light of the Zohar Ha’Kadosh has never seen light in his entire lifetime!
  From all of the above we certainly learn that without the Zohar Ha’Kadosh man is compared to nothing more than an ox who eats grass – something certainly not fitting for human consumption.  The Shelah Ha’Kadosh also instructed his sons that anyone who has not tasted the taste of the wisdom of Kabalah has not tasted fear of God in his entire lifetime!  He also exclaimed that the day that the Kabalah of the Arizal was revealed was as great as the day that the Torah of Moshe Rabeinu was handed to Israel!  (All of the this was collected from the words of Rav Yehuda Hirsh Brandwein – the Talmid of the ‘Sulam’)

  The above-mentioned sentiments could be compared to explaining to a blind-man the different colors – red, green, etc.  No matter how we’ll go about explaining to him he will certainly not comprehend the exact nature of the colors due to his blindness!  Similarly, it is certainly impossible to explain the sweetness of learning the Zohar Ha’Kadosh and Kabalah to an individual who does not want to look at its direction in any way!  In the meantime this individual remains blind and actually wants to remain blind.  However, the day he begins to glance inside it by beginning to learn this wisdom he will certainly taste the sweetness and the strong feelings of cleaving to the Almighty.  On that day his heart will begin understanding and he will certainly return to the Almighty with full Teshuva and will begin to become spiritually healed.

“And Mordechai knew all that took place, and Mordechai tore his clothes and wore sackcloth and ashes, and went out in the city and cried out a great and bitter cry!”

Are you on our side?  Or are you on the side of our enemies?

· OPENING –

Precious Jews!  The nations are arousing and bruising one another!  The world is standing on the verge of a world-war, God-forbid!  Who out there doesn’t want to be saved?  Every day we pray ‘And spread upon us the Succah of your Shalom’ – where is the Almighty’s Succah?  How do we enter it?
The decree regarding the army recruitment has passed and the imminent prospect of masses being imprisoned is looming - not to mention the government stopping the stipends to the Yeshivot!
  In these days we are all aware of the terrible decrees and the evil schemes being schemed behind our back in the entire world – literally a spiritual and physical annihilation in order to extinguish the Neshama of the Jewish nation and its remaining survivors!

  Besides the terrible prospect of Bitul-Torah that the terrible decree of recruitment to the army recently passed in the government and now looms over the heads of the Yeshivot and some have already been sent to jail and 60% were already registered by the army headquarters…  and besides the imminent threat to our pure Jewish education… and besides the terrible tragedies that have struck our generation that have become our daily portion of news – God spare us!

But this is not all – rater only the beginning!

In truth, all our talk today is still about relatively little matters such as the prospect of army recruitment and the ceasing of the stipends.  Why all this panic?  After all, our sages already predicted that all this will befall the nation of Israel at the end of days (see Sanhedrin – Pg. 97a, Zohar in P. Nasso – Pg. 124-126, Tikunei Zohar #21 and more!).  Where I come in is to remind you that this may very well be only the very beginning!

  According to the prophecies and the foresight of our sages (in M. Sanhedrin we learn that ‘the penny will run out from the pocket’, in Zohar P. Nasso we learn that the Erev-Rav will not support us, and in Tikun #21 we learn that specifically due the pressures of poverty will we come out of our exile) we know that the entire world’s economy will completely crash as it did before world-war-two, as we know!

We are standing before a great tragedy!
We are standing on the verge of a very great tragedy - as we’ve already crossed the border that marks the point of no return!  One does not have to be a prophet or a Kabalist to understand that our world is on the verge of a holocaust!  Even the gentiles are speaking openly about it.  They’re also speaking about world-war-three.  In fact, everybody is speaking about it!

The world is on the verge of a nuclear war!   
You should all know and take to heart that entire world in a state of great danger.  The anti-Semitism that prevails in the entire world is growing in ever-increasing rates and can barely be contained.  The world is on the verge of a nuclear war!  There are one and half billion Arabs who want to annihilate our fifteen million Jews.  

The nuclear threat!
The rumor is that Iran already has a nuclear bomb which is three times the strength of the bomb that blew up Hiroshima in Japan during world-war-two!  (and there’s talk that they have even more than one bomb)

All our haters already have rockets directed towards every point in the land of Israel!

Our surrounding enemies have millions of rockets (who can cause immense destruction and death, as well as chemical warfare that can kill masses with tremendous suffering) which are already directed towards the land of Israel and are currently geared to shoot at us with the press of the button!

All we need to do is to grow closer to the Almighty
Yet we on our behalf are still not acting wisely – as we are in a deep sleepy plunder!  We think we can continue to sit back and enjoy the show- but we can’t!

The Rabbis are not calling out for us to do Teshuva in a serious enough tone!

In our times the vast majority of our Rabbis speak in a relatively soft tone – and this does not help things at all!  As a result, people fall back more and more into their dream-state and further into their deep plunder.  It seems as if one must lash them with a rope in order to awaken them from their deep sleep for them to realize that their lives are in danger – and more accurately their eternal spiritual life is in danger!

The Almighty is holding his wrath – and all for our own good!

True, everything the Almighty does is certainly for our own good, but surely we too must do everything we can for the sake of heaven!  And even with all his patience, we know very well that he too has limits - as he indeed crossed them during the destruction of the two temples that brought about the cruel deaths of millions of Jews.  The Holocaust as well came about after the speedy growth of the ‘Haskala’/reform movement.   Had he not done anything and left it to grow at its natural pace we would not currently find even one Jew in the continent of Europe who would still keep Shabbat – not to mention the terrible assimilation of our nation amongst the other nations which in itself is a spiritual (and physical) Holocaust which we continue to see before our own eyes how millions continue to be lost!
Unfortunately, in our generation even the Charedim emphasize externality!

And in our times arrived a generation that looks like the gentiles – even though they may be Charedim.  They do not seem to want to behave like Jews of previous ages – only to party and partake in other superficial activities.  They prefer to live in their imagination - therefore their world is nothing more than imaginary and devoid of any meaning!

This is an ‘ever-turning generation’ – internally we have gentile ideals and externally we call it Judaism!

Our generation want their Judaism to resemble the gentile ideals.  And indeed, when they behave in their fashion they very much resemble the gentiles.  How can we rebuild the world when the evil inclination is so prevalent amongst us – with Jews who live like the gentiles and only dress like Jews?!

Do you really think that this can continue?  The relative quite that still prevails is only in order to give us time for free choice and repentance!

Anyone with any sense in his mind realizes that we are on the verge of redemption.  Why then is the Almighty giving us this time of relative quiet and calmness?  So that we can party and have fun?  So that we can see the world?  So that we can enjoy the pleasures and the frivolities of this world a bit more?  Certainly, before long all this frivolity will disappear - leaving behind no other pleasure besides the closeness to the Almighty that comes about from his service!

Clearly, the Almighty is currently giving us extra time for us to display our free choice.  Specifically now during the great hiddeness of his personal intervention in our world is the opportune time to choose the good over the evil to the greatest extant that we can!

But soon the calamities will arrive – and big time!

The Almighty certainly holds his wrath and extends his patience so as to give us more and more time to repent.  However, as soon as his limits would have been reached (and we are very, very close to this limit) the calamites and the chaos will certainly begin and from this turbulence Mashiach will reveal himself.  During that time the Almighty will fight for us with remarkable miracles (completely against the laws of nature) and his kingship will be revealed to all.  What’s our job during all this turbulent time?  Our only job is to be prepared and ready for it with our Emuna!

Before long a war will break out and two-thirds of the world will be wiped off the map!
Edom (i.e. modern day America) will be completely destroyed.  Just imagine what fear that will arouse in the world!  Entire countries will be completely destroyed, and not necessarily by nuclear explosions – as there will be great and sights and mouth–opening miracles!  

Edom will certainly be destroyed, and it is irrelevant exactly how – whether by nuclear explosions or a plague of hail.  They Almighty can bring this about without the Iranians and without the Russians and without the North-Koreans!  Two thirds of the world will be destroyed – as one third will die and another third will be seriously injured - but one third will survive the chaos unhurt!  However, it could actually turn out even worse – as perhaps the entire world could be destroyed as we find in the words of the prophet (in Zecharia 13 – based upon Sanhedrin 111a): And it will be in the entire land – says Hashem. Two thirds will be destroyed and will die – and a third will remain in it!  And I will bring the third and pass it through fire the way a silver-smith purifies his silver and I will examine them the way gold is examined.  He will call out in my name and I will answer him.  I said they are my nation and he will say Hashem is my God!

 And everyone can see that even here in Eretz Yisrael a very mighty war is looming  – God forbid!  It will not be merely a local war in the land of Israel and only with the Arabs.  Rather, it will be much, much greater.  According to the prophecies, many countries will virtually disappear from the face of the earth.  According to the prophecies, many countries will also be seriously stricken.  With all that said, it seems that very few people will understand the profound severity and danger in our upcoming times and therefore at this pace very few people will fear enough and do full Teshuva.  However, the choice is in our hands to come out victorious or not.  The choice is in our hands to influence the world and thereby shower them with endless mercy!

The Baal-Shem-Tov revealed himself to a Tzadik and told him what will be!

Recently, during the end of the last war that took place in Kislev, a Tzadik came to me in a dream.  The Tzadik was my Rebbe, the holy Baal-Shem-Tov.  He proceeded to paint with his words the picture of our world in the near future.  I saw a picture of over-whelming death and destruction in most of the world.  I saw Jews in Eretz Yisrael suffering from pains and hunger and mass-confusion.  I saw many Jewish bodies scattered on the ground without a breath of life.  And I saw many Jews gathered together crying out to the Almighty – covered with their Talit and with Tefilin on their arms and heads, calling out and crying to Hashem for forgiveness and for their redemption.  They begged and cried out to Hashem so that he will not destroy the children of Avraham, Yitzchak, and Yaakov.  They confessed before the Almighty that they know the truth and begged for his forgiveness – to bring Mashiach!  The Tzadik who showed me all of this began to disappear at which point he told me – “It all depends upon the nation of Israel!”  He then completely disappeared.   

The Arabs are not the real problem – the problem is that we are not doing what’s expected of us!

We must all know and take to heart that this is the beginning of the very end – even though we may currently be in the midst of cease-fire!  The Arabs are not the real problem.  The real problem is that we Jews are not doing what’s expected of us.  The problem is that many Jews rely too much upon the strength of their arms.  We believe that we are the strong ones.  We believe that the ‘iron dome’ anti-missile defense system is what will save our nation from external attack.  And while many of us are more advanced and certainly do not rely upon the ‘iron-dome’ and the strength of our army – nevertheless they do not necessarily believe and trust in the Almighty they way they should.  We are before the final war – a world war!  The final war is the war of Edom against the Arabs as well as against the Jews!  However, the most important factor in this final war is that Mashiach will fight this war for us.

Eretz Yisrael will remain in the third of the world that will not be destroyed.  However, it will still be a very, very scary time!  The nations of the world will surround us from every side with tremendously strong warfare – and understandably our initial instinct will be to fear for our lives.  However, during all this turbulence we will certainly grow closer than ever to our father in heaven and in return he would have already sent us our Mashiach who will relieve us from all that fear!

Let us wake up the public!

Each and every single one of us has the responsibility to awaken not only himself but others as well.  Not everyone around us will naturally want to be awakened.  And indeed, those who do not have a true Jewish Neshama since they are from the ‘Erev-Rav’ who the Zohar Ha’Kadosh tells us are actually enrooted in Amalek but have by now assimilated amongst us – they certainly will not want to change.  However, every real Jew with a true Jewish Neshama will naturally want to repent!  Every real Jew understands that the relative comfort we’re experienced during the last sixty or seventy years (in the state of Israel) is quickly disappearing before our very eyes – as we’re beginning to witness a serious fallback in the level of Torah learning and performance of the Mitzvot!  

One must blame it on his Bitul-Torah!

Our sages taught us (in Berachot 5a) that if one experiences suffering he must inspect his behavior.  And even if he does not find any fault in his behavior and performance of Mitzvot he should blame his suffering on his Bitul-Torah. 

We have numerous Yeshivot and Kollelim with almost countless full-time Torah learns – how fortunate are we!

Baruch Hashem we merited to see in our generation a remarkable awakening in the appreciation of the importance of Torah learning, and we’ve been blessed with many Yeshivot and Kollelim in which they toil in the holy Torah days and nights!

Why then are all these evil decrees befalling us?   

If so, the obvious question that we must all ask is why even with all this growth in Torah learning are we still bombarded with one evil-decree after another?

The heavenly voice cries out regarding those who do not toil in the Zohar Ha’Kadosh!

As we know, our sages taught us in Pirkei Avot (6:2) that every single day a heavenly voice cries out: “Oy to the comers of the world for the disgrace of the Torah – as anyone who does not toil in the Torah is considered to be cursed/chastised”.  What we don’t all know is that Rav Chaim Vital writes in his famous introduction that in his opinion this heavenly voice cries out and curses those who do not want to toil in the Zohar Ha’Kadosh and the secrets of the Torah which are the Neshama of the Torah.  Such a person certainly demonstrates that all his Torah learning is only superficial – only from the lips outwards and not internally. 

Furthermore, we learn in Tikunei Zohar (#30) that this heavenly voice that cries out regarding the disgrace of the Torah is clearly referring to those who do not want to toil in the wisdom of Kabalah!  And why is that?  Because certainly the splendor and the glory of our holy Torah becomes evident only in the wisdom of Kabalah – as only with Kabalah it becomes absolutely clear that our Torah is truly from heaven, unlike all the other laws of the world which are also simple and revealed like the simpler areas of the Torah.  Furthermore, we learn in that section of Tikunei Zohar (#30) that by neglecting to learn the wisdom of Kabalah we are rendering the Torah as ‘dry’ – i.e. no different from the other laws of the land!  If so, we clearly understand why Rav Chaim Vital ruled that neglecting to learn Kabalah is in truth a great disgrace to our holy Torah!

We are missing the holiness of the Torah!

If so, we begin to understand that the answer to all our previous questions is clearly that our nation is missing the holiness of the Torah.  Yes, we have many Torah learners!  However, even with all our Torah learners we are still missing the Neshama of the Torah which are its secrets.  This is also why we are missing the holiness of the Torah – as we learn the Torah without internal purity.  We are also missing the deep connection to the Almighty in our learning – as surely our learning should be imbued with deep love for him and great awe of him – and this type of Torah does not easily ascend to the heavens (as stated many times in Tikunei Zohar – most blatantly in Tikun #10, Pg. 25b).  As clarified above, such Torah is merely superficial - only from the lips outwards.  And this is why we are missing the hidden miracles that should and could have spared us from all the terrible calamities and would have sweetened our harsh decrees.  Only Torah learned Li’Shmah carries with it this supernatural protection (as clarified by the Ohr Ha’Chaim Ha’Kadosh).

The secret behind everything is…

We are not learning the Torah Li’Shmah!  We do not learn its most elevated and most precious part – the Torah’s secrets!  (Not even after our greatest Torah leaders called out and urged the general masses in various letters to learn at least one page from the Zohar Ha’Kadosh per day – as clarified in the book ‘Ohr Ha’Zohar’ in great depth as well as in many leaflets.  In fact, it seems as if nobody really cares about their opinion as almost everybody ignores the call of the elders!  Let it be known though that this is the reason behind all the great heavenly wrath that has befallen us!)
Rabbi Shimon Bar Yochai cries: ‘What about the Zohar Ha’Kadosh?’
In our generation we have merited to encounter the holy Rabbi Shimon Bar Yochai in a Tzadik’s dream (as outlined in full-depth in the story captions later on).  Rabbi Shimon Bar Yochai appeared to be very sad and exclaimed: ‘The nation of Israel are not heading in the right direction.  They are not holding on to the inheritance that I left them – the Zohar Ha’Kadosh!’ 
A real-life account of a Tzadik who refused to enter a Beit-Ha’Midrash in which they did not learn the Zohar Ha’Kadosh!

This happened when a great Torah genius passed by a Beit-Ha’Midrash from which the loud sounds of the Torah was bursting out of.  The learners in that great hall where astounded when they saw that the Torah giant was not willing enter past the entrance to the Beit-Ha’Midrash.  

The Torah giant explained that it is impossible for him to enter a learning hall where the pages of the Gemorah are flying left and right from one corner to the next yet the Torah does not ascend to the heavens since they are not learning the Zohar Ha’Kadosh at all!  Because of this he saw that they were not learning their Torah with love and awe of the Almighty that can only be attained by learning the Zohar and the Tikunim.  After all, we learn in the Tikunei Zohar (Tikun #10 – Pg. 25b) that Torah learned without love and awe of the Almighty does not ascend to the heavens.

Regarding this world-shaking words of the Tikunei Zohar the Beer-Maim-Chaim adds: And if the Torah does not ascend from the bottom world to the heavens, how then could we expect the bounty to descend from the heavens to us down here in the bottom world?!  How will we be saved from all our evil decrees?!

The Torah we learn nowadays strengthens the Sitra-Achara!

And our precious ‘Bnei-Torah’!  The full-time Torah learners are unfortunately not fulfilling the will of Hashem!  The Torah has become a ‘shovel to dig with’, a tool of sorts in order to attain various personal interests.  Much of the inner-competition comes primarily from the Charedi Torah circles – and as a result their Torah goes directly to the Sitra Achara and strengthens it – may God spare us!

Around forty years ago the Torah greats exclaimed that an Avrech whose household parade immodestly is better off leaving the Kollel – as certainly the main purpose for learning Torah is on order to keep and embody the Mitzvot of the Torah that he is learning!  So too, only when we learn the internal Neshama of the Torah which are its secrets will we be able to be touched by the Torah’s internal light that will arouse us to repent and keep the Torah’s Mitzvot and ideals!

Do we really want the redemption?

It was regarding this point that the author of the book “Mezake Ha’Rabim” cried out loudly.  What good is our wish to be redeemed if we do nothing to bring about our redemption?  What does hasten our redemption?  Full Teshuva and acting in a holy fashion.  (Man’s holiness certainly includes his food intake.  Unfortunately, we know that there are many stumbling blocks in attaining Kosher food – even in the supervisions that pose as ‘Mehudar’.  And certainly one’s holiness is also indicated by his modesty and the extent to which he is alienated from gentile ideals and forms of behavior)

In God I trust!

The holy genius Rabbi Pinchas from Kortitz of blessed memory writes in his book “Imrey Pinchas” (Ha’Shalem – Pg. 164): Some of us excuse themselves from learning Zohar since they live in villages that do not have a Mikve.  But I retort completely the opposite to their excuse.  I heard from the Rav that when Yom-Tov falls on Erev-Shabbat one does not have to immerse for the holiness of the upcoming Shabbat – since certainly the holiness of Yom-Tov is a greater spiritual cleanser than even a Mikve.  Here too the Zohar itself is a Mikve that purifies its learners. (In truth, there is a vast difference between merely reading the Zohar that does not require a Mikve to learning the secrets of the Torah in depth by carefully analyzing the text of the Zohar.  In that case we are certainly warned to immerse in a Mikve before)

As the Tzadikim exclaim: In God do I trust!  Just as a Mikve purifies the impure so too the Almighty purifies the nation of Israel!  And as we know – certainly by learning the Zohar we cleave to the Almighty more than in any other way - and this is how we become purified by him.

Exclaims the Ramchal: The Erev-Rav enslave the nation of Israel in the discourse of the Talmud!

The Ramchal writes (in Tikunim Chadashim #18) on the verse And the Egyptians enslaved the children of Israel in back-breaking labor (Shemot 1:13) that this was said in reference to the Erev-Rav that came out along with us out of Egypt who continue to enslave our nation with hard-labor, with the ‘Kal-Va’Chomer’ and the ‘Pilpul’ (Talmudic discourse).  However, when the Erev-Rav will become extinct from this world we will finally see some peace and rest!

The signs of the Erev-Rav:

One who belongs to the Erev-Rav has no mercy for another Jew.  This is the strongest indication of the Erev-Rav - as he is capable of doing the most terrible things to another Jew without any remorse!

The Erev-Rav are proficient deceivers who do not have mercy for other Jews and therefore deceive the entire world that their actions are actually ‘for the sake of heaven’.  They are very cautious of Lashon-Harah and are known to put stumbling blocks before the nation of Israel in spiritual matters such as the Kashrut of meat by switching Kosher meat with non-Kosher meat bought cheaply from the Arabs for monetary gain.  They are also the ones that prevent the Jews abroad from ascending to the holy land and work intensely to weaken the standards of modesty and hide the evil-doers, and much, much more – but this is not the time to elaborate!

Is it really for the sake of heaven?

The Erev-Rav can easily trample a Jew – no problem!  However, when he does so he excuses himself that it is purely for the sake of heaven.  But in truth he has no sentiment towards heaven and our father that dwells in heaven.  He is very capable of pretending that he actually cares – but that does not mean that he really does care for the sake of heaven.  In short, the Erev-Rav are professional actors.  Simply put, one need only follow their behavior intently and observe all of the above-mentioned signs.

As the holy Tzadik Rav Meir’el from Primisilon said on the verse: And the people of Sedom were wicked before Hashem, very much! – it is well known just how wicked the people of Sedom were.  However, when they were asked why do you behave in such a fashion they would answer back “for Hashem, very much” – as if to say that “all my actions are for the sake of Hashem - and in fact very much so!” [And we all know the warning of the wisest man – my son, more than anything else beware of the hidden hypocrites!]

In truth though, Hashem hates impurity, as Hashem wants us to be holy.  Holiness means modesty that brings about all our bounty and mercy.  And we know that modesty encompasses all aspects – not only dress but also thoughts, speech, how we walk and many more areas – all of which brings us to humility.

Our sages remarked: ‘Who is the wise man…  Why was the land destroyed?...  And Hashem answered: Because they abandoned my Torah, etc.’ (Nedarim 81a)  The ‘Bach’ wrote (in Orach Chaim – Siman 47) that the primary reason why the Torah was handed to us was in order for us to cleave to the holiness of the Torah and his holy presence.  Therefore, when our learning is not intended for that reason this is tantamount to abandoning the Torah and is therefore the cause of the destruction – may God spare us! (see the Bach’s wonderful words in depth) 

Therefore, it is clear that in order for anyone to attain the great levels that the Torah can elevate us to and cleave to the Almighty he must cleave to the Neshama of the Torah – which is the learning of the Zohar Ha’Kadosh!

The recent decree regarding recruitment to the army – Why is this happening to us?  Because they are not learning the Zohar Ha’Kadosh in Yeshivot and Kollelim.

Simply put, the decree regarding recruitment to the Israeli army is a due to us neglecting to learn the Zohar Ha’Kadosh and the internality of the Torah in the Yeshivot and the Kollelim. 

My dear friend and colleague Rav Simcha Avraham Ha’Levi Ashlag (a grandson of the author of the ‘Sulam’) has been discussing the importance of learning Zohar with the Torah leaders for many years already – but apparently there is no one to speak with!

But just look at this irony!  After all, all the Bachurim in the holy Yeshivot are disciples of our heritage from Rav Chaim of Vilozin who was the impeccable disciple of the Vilna Gaon.  And we clearly find amongst the closest disciples of the Vilna Gaon (as documented by Rav Yoseph Zundel from Selant – the Rav of Rav Yisrael of Selant) the following clear instruction from the Vilna Gaon: ‘To learn Zohar every single day!’  (which we find in the book ‘Maase-Rav’ as well).  And as we know, Rav Chaim of Vilozin’s infamous book ‘Nephesh Ha’Chaim’ is absolutely full of quotes and lessons from the Zohar Ha’Kadosh!  Why did he include so much Zohar in his book if not for all the students in the Yeshivot to toil in the words of the holy Zohar – and in doing so they will certainly repent and merit eternal life!

The Chofetz Chaim’s greatest yearning was to toil in the secrets of Kabalah!

Our master the Chofetz Chaim’s greatest yearning was to bask in the light of the secrets of Kabalah.  He used to say that this learning the one of the most elevated aspects of our holy Torah.  He would always say that without the secrets of the Torah we are likened to blind men groping in the dark and that it is impossible to investigate the ways of God without the Torah’s secrets.  Not only that, but he even proclaimed that had his generation not needed him to focus mostly on the subjects that he did, he would otherwise devote his entire life to the wisdom of Kabalah!  More often than not, he would focus on learning Kabalah books in the late hours of the night – to the point that he became very well-versed (almost by heart) in all these books! (All of this is spelled out in the letters of the Chofetz Chaim – Pg. 14 – Note #3 in the new print.  Also see Pg. 172)

Although it was not well known about him – the Chofetz Chaim very much held of the importance of Kabalah.  He always conducted himself with simplicity and modesty, as evident in the way he answered the author of the ‘Leshem’ (Rav Elyashiv’s holy grandfather) when he asked the Chofetz Chaim why he does not demonstrate his prowess in Kabalah.  His answer was: ‘I’m but a baby carried by his mother!’

Every Shabbat the Chofetz Chaim would review the Zohar on that Parsha and would instruct Bachurim to learn the Zohar on the Parsha since that will keep them alive!

Every Shabbat he would go through the Zohar on that Parsha and would instruct others to do so as well – even to Bachurim!  He would say that most of the Zohar is actually Midrash (that everyone can and should learn and know) [as we find in the words of his holy disciple Rav Shelomo Bloch zt”l.  The same sentiment was also related to us by another one of his disciples who added that the Chofetz Chaim would say that “The Zohar Ha’Kadosh will keep you alive!’]

The Chofetz Chaim once instructed a Bachur to learn the book “Raziel Ha’Malach” in order to be impressed by the greatness of the Almighty! 

The great genius Rav Shemuel Kushelewitz ztl” (in his book ‘Netivot Shemuel’ on the Torah – Pg. 251) writes that when he was a young Bachur in Radin he slept in the Chofetz Chaim’s room for three months.  At night, just before sleep the Chofetz Chaim approached him with a book in his hand called “Raziel Ha’Malach” and instructed him to read from it every night before sleep.  He would say: “When you read from this book and think about it you will begin to understand the greatness and loftiness of the Almighty – as certainly every Jew should have a notion of the Almighty’s greatness.  Since in his mercy he gave us the privilege of being called ‘sons to the Almighty’, it is therefore fitting that every member of Israel shall have some understanding of the Almighty and his greatness!”  These were the words of the Chofetz Chaim.  The author of the above-mentioned book adds: “Only years later did I understand what the Chofetz Chaim really intended – that a young Bachur should learn from a Kabalah book before going to sleep!”

The Chofetz Chaim would exclaim: ‘Why don’t they learn the Zohar Ha’Kadosh in the Yeshivot?’

“Learning the Zohar Ha’Kadosh brings fear of heaven,” our Rabbi would say.  He would wonder out and exclaim: “Why haven’t they incorporated the learning of the Zohar Ha’Kadosh into the Yeshivot?  After all, it is a piece of Mussar!” (oral tradition from the Chofetz Chaim)

And it is told that once he met Rashab (the great genius ztl”) and absolutely marveled that in his Yeshiva they did not remove their beards.  The Rashab told him that they learn the internal secrets of the Torah in his Yeshiva which imbues in them fear of heaven!  Hearing that the Chofetz Chaim exclaimed: “Noo…  Then we must introduce the learning of the secrets of the Torah in the Yeshivot!’

The books of the Chofetz Chaim are simply filled with quotes from the Zohar Ha’Kadosh!

His manner was to quote the Zohar Ha’Kadosh hundreds of times in his books (such as the ‘Mishna Berurah’, the ‘Shemirat Ha’Lashon’), and even quoted from other Kabalah books as well.  His books are simply filled and bursting with quotes from the Zohar Ha’Kadosh from one end to the next.  In his introduction to ‘Likutei Hallachot’ the Chofetz Chaim tells us to investigate the words of the Zohar Ha’Kadosh.

Every single Jew must do his outmost to save the nation of Israel in any possible manner!

The Chofetz Chaim said: “Our sages tell us that all members of Israel are liable one for the other.  Therefore, everyone must do whatever he can in order to save the nation of Israel in every fashion possible!”

The Chofetz Chaim instructed: “We must learn from the Zohar Ha’Kadosh every single day in order to hasten our redemption.”  

More than anything else he would say: “One should learn half an hour from the Zohar Ha’Kadosh every day in order to hasten our redemption” (an oral tradition from the Chofetz Chaim)

I am but a messenger of the elders of Israel

We are but the messengers and the Shofar blow of the elders of Israel – the greats of the previous generation and their Batei-Din.  This year (5773) we went in the months of Adar and Nisan to the elders of our current generation as well as to the heads of the Yeshivot Shlita’ and we discussed with them the importance of learning the Zohar Ha’Kadosh and its power to abolish the evil decrees.  We asked them to instruct everyone to learn at least one minute of Zohar and we related before them how the author of the ‘Sulam’ went to the Torah greats in Europe before the holocaust and did the very same thing by warning his generation. (This is spelled out in depth later on in this journal in the cry of his grandson, as well as in ‘Zohar Ha’Yeshua’)  Let us not make the same mistake all over again!

We must open our eyes and come to terms with reality!  And the reality that we see is very, very dangerous.  It is obvious that the Almighty expects something different from us!

Yes – We are guilty!

Our newspapers are full with heresy.  We read in them how ‘the prime-minister is responsible for our decrees, that so-and-so is guilty for our problems’ – and so on!

But the truth is that it is not the prime-minister nor anybody else in power that are the responsible ones.  The truth is that they are merely the stick with which the Almighty is currently striking us with for our short-comings in serving him.  It is certainly a waste of time to blame the government for our problems – and even to speak or to write about them.  The problem is us – not them!  [The Chofetz Chaim writes along these lines in several places]

Blaming somebody else for our shortcomings will not help us in the very least.  Let us therefore fix our shortcomings before it is too late!

A serious warning!

Unless we begin learning the holy Zohar in the Yeshivot and the Kollelim, then not only will they close them down (God-forbid!) and do their outmost to send our Torah learners to the army (God-forbid!) – but we may also be struck with the calamities that struck us in the year 5674 (as spelled out in great detail by Rav Yehuda Petayah ztl” in his introduction to ‘Beit-Lechem-Yehuda’ – which we copied in our book Ohr-Ha’Zohar and in leaflets #35-185).  Following those calamities began world-war-one, after which the author of the ‘Sulam’ circled around the Torah greats in Europe warning them of what is about the befall European Jewry (but as we know, unfortunately he was ignored!).  Before long we were struck by world-war-two and the horrendous holocaust that punished us with six-million Jewish sacrifices – and what happened afterwards does not have to be spelled out. (see the prophecy of Zecharia – Ch. 13, Sanhedrin – Pg. 111, Zohar Ha’Kadosh, P. Shemot Pg. 7-8, Tikunei Zohar #21, Coach Ha’Zohar Parts 1-8, The Ohr-Ha’Zohar leaflets #1-200, and more and more!

But we have already prepared for the upcoming army recruitment (God-forbid!) by appointing several people to hand-out free copies of the Zohar-Ha’Kadosh to all the soldiers.  Without any exaggeration, they tell the soldiers that if they want to survive and live through this army-service that only this will help them through!  And indeed, the fright of being in the army arouses not only the practicing soldiers but also our secular soldiers as well to read and learn the Zohar Ha’Kadosh!  And although many heads of the Yeshivot have not yet decided how to go about the near-future, the truth is that unless they instruct them to start learning Zohar in Yeshiva then ironically it will be specifically in the army that our Torah-learners will finally repent and begin to learn Zohar.  Indeed, the government and the army are nothing more than the stick with which the Almighty is striking us with in order to start learning the Zohar Ha’Kadosh and bring Mashiach.  If so, why then are we blaming the stick?  Shouldn’t we instead be asking why is the stick striking us in the first place as well as who is really striking us with this stick?

After all, who was it that rounded up all the youngsters in the year 5674 and took them to fight in the army?  Who was it that decreed that so many of them will die in that war?  Furthermore, who was it that decreed the death of six-million Jews?  How could we ignore what Rav Menachem Menchin (the author of the famous ‘Gobi’ on the writings of the Arizal) wrote in his introduction to ‘Eifah Shelema’?  (He too learned in the Beit-Ha’Midrash of the ‘Sadeh’ who authored that famous book)

Rav Menachem Menchin’s introduction to ‘Eifah Shelema’:

He writes there: And what could people possibly answer with regards to the frightening words of the Tikunei Zohar (#30): ‘Oy to them who cause the spirit of Mashiach to be chased away from the world and not come back!  They are making the Torah dry by not wanting to toil in wisdom of Kabalah!’  How forceful are these words as they pierce right through the inner chambers of a real God-believing Jew – and all his hair should stand and his flesh should be struck with spiking pain when he takes to heart that the poverty of the nation of Israel and the evil decrees and wars, as well as the threshing of our precious brethren and the mass annihilation are actually his own doing since he did not toil in the wisdom of Kabalah.  Therefore, in the heavenly court they are holding him accountable for the poverty of the poor and the death of the deceased.  Furthermore, these are all transgressions between man and his fellow which we know that not even Yom-Kippur can atone for.  Oy to us from the day of judgment and reprove!

‘The voice of your brother’s blood cry out’ – who out there cannot hear the voice, the voice that cries out!  Six million Jews crying out and blaming the Rabbis who did not want to learn and tell others to learn Zohar which brought about all these deaths!  This is exactly what the author of the ‘Sulam’ cried out at the end of his famous introduction to the ‘Sulam’ (see details there)

The GRA also cries out to the Torah world – It was you who caused all the Bitul Torah for so long!

This is exactly what the GRA writes in his commentary to Tikunei Zohar (#30), namely that all the adverse affects of Bitul-Torah that our sages spelled out in the Talmud (M. Shabbat) were said in reference to the Bitul of learning Kabalah!

This is exactly why we now cry out and scream at all the Admorim, heads of Yeshivot, Rabbis, Torah lecturers and public speakers.  We want to educate and warn all of them that unless they learn and tell others to learn Zohar that they may very well be responsible for countless death of many Yeshiva students in the army as well as the closing of the Yeshivot and Kollelim (God-forbid)!  

In short – it is you the leaders and teachers of the Torah world that are responsible for everything – and not the government and its advisors!        

True!  We are guilty for our brethren.

True, I’m also guilty for not having reproved the public enough and therefore I also take responsibility for our calamities!!!  And this is precisely why I call and cry out in such a strong tone in order to publicized the Emet as I already did in the seventeen books that I’ve written regarding the Erev-Rav (where I complied 310 sources, 172 of them from the Zohar Ha’Kadosh)  Read these books and see for yourselves who is really responsible for all our calamities!

According to a recent messege from heaven (see details in the upcoming section that deals with the clinical death) every Jew must learn at the very least one minute of Zohar every single day!

A very great spiritual and physical war is coming before long – a war against both the internality and the externality!

The rule is that every external physical war is somehow related to our internal war in the spiritual realm.  Therefore, so long as we are pure internally we have nothing to fear from any external enemy.

Therefore, our only enemy is ourselves – we the stiff-necked nation.  We must continue to fight onwards in our internal war against the objectors to learning the Zohar Ha’Kadosh as well as against the breach in the codes of modesty and more!  So long as we do our own bit to fight the evil within us we have nothing to fear as we’ll surely be guarded.  But if God-forbid we become lax in fighting our internal evil then the Almighty has promised to shower us with calamities that we couldn’t even imagine in our wildest dreams (God-forbid!).  If that happens, then only few of us will remain to receive the imminent coming of Mashiach.  Simply put – only those who do what they have to do will survive!  

We Jews must continue to fight against all forms of Sheker - as without this we have no right to exist in the land of Israel!  Therefore, we must learn to abandon the externality and focus much more on the internality.

By learning Zohar we empower our personal internality and conversely the general internality in the entire world!

Therefore we must eagerly strengthen ourselves in learning more and more Zohar.  As the author of the ‘Sulam’ explains in his famous introduction to his commentary to the Zohar, by increasing one’s learning of the Zohar and the internality of the Torah he directly boosts his personal internality, which causes a chain-reaction that ends in the boosting of the Jews people over the nations of the world. (as we wrote in ‘Ohr-Ha’Zohar’ #83 regarding the ‘Sulam’s’ solution to prevent a nuclear holocaust – Part 3, and as the author of the ‘Sulam’ himself clarified in ‘Maamar Emuna Ve’Daat’)

Our main war is against our evil inclination.  When we subdue it by learning the Zohar Ha’Kadosh then all our troubles will cease!

In truth our war is only against the evil inclination.  When we slaughter our internal enemy then all our external troubles will cease.  And as our sages instructed us, the Zohar-Ha’Kadosh has the highest potency to subdue our evil inclination.  

Everything we complied and wrote here is the absolute Emet.  Those who are not yet willing to consent to this Emet will be held responsible when the Almighty will forcefully impress this Emet upon us the hard way!  

This is why we beg of you to not be offended or get angry at us for our strong tone of voice.  All we want is that every single one of us will begin doing what he’s supposed to do.

Let us return closer to the Almighty.  Let us abandon our idol-worship and the golden calf and return to the Almighty!  Let us follow his request and dedicate at least one minute a day to learn the Zohar Ha’Kadosh in order to hasten the redemption of the holy Shechina from this exile!

What can we do about it?  Can we somehow prevent, change and fix things?

Since the greatest reason for our personal spiritual deterioration and conversely of the entire external world at whole is our lack of learning the Zohar Ha’Kadosh and the internality of the Torah which caused our internal spirituality to spiral ever-downwards to the point that we were captured by the externality of the world which conversely empowered the externality in the world at large…  And since this was the cause of the terrible European holocaust that already befall us… And since this may (God-forbid) be the reason for the next nuclear holocaust (as we’ll clarify later on in this journal).. .  it is therefore a complete duty to strengthen ourselves and give honor to the Almighty and his Torah and learn Zohar every single day.  Only by doing so will we empower our internality over our externality.  This will conversely cause the entire world to be showered with an over-abundance of heavenly blessings.  By doing so all of us will abandon our belief in ‘our might and the strength of our arm’!

Let it be perfectly clear – our army and our advanced technology will not help us at all, nor will any foreign nation (not even America or England) as slowly, slowly they too will reveal their ugly face.  At that point we’ll realize the truth that we are but one lonely sheep surrounded by seven wolves.  Certainly only the Almighty will save us and no other force in the world!  Let us therefore remember our sages’ saying: My sons – everything that I did was for your own sake!

Our father in heaven can surely solve all our problems!

A small earthquake in Syria, a medium one in Iran, a Tsunami in Gaza… and all our enemies are instantly taken care of.  Certainly the Almighty can easily do all of that and more for us in one single minute.  But why doesn’t he?  Our father in heaven is obviously angry at us and the truth is that we know why!  We know what he expects of us.  If so, why do we insist on undergoing through so much suffering?  Why do we insist on working like slaves!  Is that what our father in heaven really wants from and for us?  Certainly not!

What our father in heaven wants is for us to do real Teshuva, and to cleanse our souls, homes and our streets from all the impurity that accumulated over the years and return to living a life of Emet.  Yes – he wants us to change and begin living according to the Emet.  We know it isn’t easy, but if we don’t change now then when will we?!  We’re virtually on the edge of redemption!

My dear brothers, this is it!  We are standing before the very final stage – the most difficult stage of all.  One that the world has not seen anything like it in history!  And we can help!

Let us therefore strengthen ourselves with true Teshuva by learning the Zohar Ha’Kadosh which is the Noah’s ark in which we will be saved!

The only way we can help is by repenting – to pray and beg before the Almighty to help us and continue to hold on to the spiritual life-line that connects us with him!  All we can and need do is enter the Noah’s ark that is the persistent learning of the Zohar Ha’Kadosh as our sages instructed us! (as described in depth soon)

� As stated in the Mishna at the end of Sotah.  How are we to understand our sages’ famous statement?  It must be that our sages meant to impress upon us that only when we cleave to the internality of the Torah will our redemption finally come! 


� As stated in the Talmud Yerushalmi (in Chagiga – Pg. 6): ‘Rabbi Chiya bar Ba says: Had they left me I would overlook it since they may at least keep my Torah – that even had they left me but still kept the Torah the light of the Torah would bring them close to me’ [i.e. to repent].


  One of the main commentaries to the Talmud Yerushalmi – Rav David ben Naftali Hirsh Frankle – in his ‘Korban Ha’Eida’ writes that when the Talmud said that the light of the Torah would return them back to me it was referring to the secrets of the Torah!  According to this the author of the ‘Sulam’ writes (in his introduction to ‘Talmud Eser Sephirot’:


 Therefore he advices them to toil in the secrets of the Torah as it is much easier to draw from the light of the Torah by toiling in the secrets of the Torah than by toiling in the simper portions of the Torah.  The reason is very simple to understand, as the simpler portions of the Torah are clothed with numerous external clothings  such as theft and robbery and the likes – and this is the reason why it is so difficult to connect to the Almighty and his will for us by merely learning these aspects of the Torah hoping to draw from the light of that part of the Torah.  This is ever the more so when it comes to people who have difficulty in understanding the nityy-bityy parts of the Talmudic learning method.  How could he be expected to ponder upon the Almighty when the Torah he’s learning deals with such external physical matters?  It could even be suggested that these matters cannot possibly be grasped while at the same time also pondering about the Almighty – God forbid!  This is why we are urged to toil in the wisdom of Kabalah – as this wisdom is full of his holy names which makes it very easy to ponder upon the Almighty during learning without any effort on his behalf as it happens naturally.  This is even with regards to individuals who find much difficulty in grasping the intricacies of the Talmudic method – since by learning Kabalah he’s necessarily learning about the Almighty and his matters and therefore the Almighty is automatically on his mind as well!  This is very, very simple!
